UNIFORM

The following is a summary of the main points and the importance of Uniform at school.

Students must take pride in their uniform and appearance thereby creating a positive first impression of the school. Students are expected to take responsibility for their own appearance, upholding policy and showing themselves to have the highest standards. This applies at all times in school as well as on the way to and from school.

PE Equipment for school fixtures:

Pupils will have some kit provided for them for some activities but if not, school PE kit must be worn.

Football: shin pads must be worn

Rugby: mouth guards are recommended and protective pads and helmets are allowed.

Hockey: Shin pads are recommended but goalkeepers must wear protective clothing.

Correct Wearing of the school uniform:
· Ties must be worn correctly fastened in a tight knot with eight diagonal stripes visible.

· No sweatshirts with logos to be worn. These are not allowed in school, or on the way to or from school. These are not permitted as coats.

· The only jewellery that is permitted is a single, small (less than 0.5 cm in diameter) plain metal stud in each ear lobe.

· Make-up is not permitted and students will be asked to remove any visible make-up, nail extensions/tips and nail varnish.

· Hair is expected to appear well kept and smart: long hair must be tied back. Hair bands/slides/hair accessories must be black. No extreme haircuts are allowed and no shaved patterns into hair are allowed. Only natural hair colours are allowed – No extreme colours are permitted.

· Chewing gum is not permitted within school and students found to be chewing gum will be required to undertake a community service sanction.

· No hoods or caps to be worn.
